· File FAFSA by May 1st deadline at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  To file online both student and a parent need to request a PIN number prior to using the online tools.  Plus, you can download a hard copy (at and send it in, but this process takes longer.

· For the majority of colleges, not those with late or rolling admissions, the national deadline to decide where to go to college is May 1st.

· Review financial aid packages.  Make sure to contact each financial aid office to see whether these packages will stay consistent or change over the course of your time at the college.

· There are colleges that are still accepting application for the upcoming school year.  Look at the list of colleges at  http://www.petersons.com/ugchannel/code/LateDeadlineSchools.asp
· Study for Advanced Placement exams.  As soon as I have more information about the testing site and times, I will notify you.

· Focus on your academics.  Each grading period I must send in new transcripts to colleges.  Completing high school successfully and within the performance expectations of the college is fundamental.

· Schedule English and Math placement exams at the college you will be attended.

· Register for the June ACT with Writing test at www.act.org.  Deadline May 8th.  Students on free and reduced lunch program received fee waiver.  See Ms. Childress

· Establish account at ConnectEdu – www.connectedu.net.  And start to build a large, diverse college list.  Consider your geographic, size, extracurricular, and major preferences.
